
The gradebook has only two categories of student tasks: Summative and Formative. Summative assessments 
determine student mastery after an instructional phase (e.g. a Unit) is complete, comparing against speci�ic objectives, external assessments, and/or other students to accurately re�lect cumulative learning. Formative 

assessments and assignments are used throughout a unit or instructional phase to inform instructional decisions, 
motivate and teach students how to improve, and clearly signal academic expectations to determine how students are progressing towards a certain mastery goal. The impact of Summative Assessments grows with grade level bands 

to match their increasing value in collegiate syllabi. The table below provides categorical weights and examples of 
each type of assessment.
